STREET SMARTS

Explore The Streets of Old Detroit with our new interactive tour
experience! Look for QR codes (and phone numbers) throughout the
exhibition to scan and learn more. Tour stops cover the history of
Detroit institutions like Kresge, Sanders, and Vernors, tackle social
topics like fashion, banking, recreation, jobs, and transportation, and
explore major events like the great fire of 1870.

1952 PACKARD “MACAULEY” PAN AMERICAN

See this special vehicle produced for the show circuit and owned by
Edward Macauley, head of Packard design in the 1950s. He modified
it with personal touches like a custom dashboard, “egg crate” grille
insert from a 1954 Packard, and quarter panels and taillights from a
1955 model.
